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Special Notes on Yorkshare Project Household Travel Diary Data

- Note that the questionnaire format in 1981 differed from that in
1978/79.

- Weather conditions during January 1979 were very poor (i.e. during

the completion of the British Library diaries.

- Some 1978/T9 respondents did record trips of less than 20 minutes

duration.

-  The 1981 survey included a questionnaire (blue sheet) designed

to determine changes in household characteristics.

-  the original 1978/79 data 'Diary Data' (as opposed to the 1979
part of the panel data 'Dia 79') has not been fully edited or
cleaned., GREAT CARE must be taken in using it.

- In both 1978/79 and 1981 diary enough forms were distributed for

use by all household members over 5 years old.
