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I.  INTRODUCTION

The data contained on this CD-ROM are driven from the OECD annual paper publication National Accounts of OECD Countries - Volume I:  Main Aggregates.  The content and the presentation of this volume 1 have been substantially changed in 2000 to reflect the adoption of the new System of National Accounts 1993 and the availability of the data.  This edition covers the main aggregates of national accounts for 30 OECD Member countries and the Euro area: expenditure based GDP, output based GDP, income based GDP, disposable income, saving and net lending, population and employment.  It also covers comparative tables based on exchange rates and others based on purchasing power parities, expressed in US dollars and indices. The tables converted using PPPs are those appropriate for comparisons between countries. 
Compared with the previous editions, the main changes are the following: 
Starting in 2005-2006 almost all countries have now allocated FISIM (Financial Intermediation Services Indirectly Measured) to their industries/sectors and almost all countries are now producing chain volume estimates.
Greece has undertaken a revision of its national accounts in autumn 2007. Revised series have been linked backwards with former series to obtain time series without breaks.
Data are available in both the Beyond 20/20 software and csv format.  The present CD-ROM is also containing a file with a glossary of main terms used in national accounts and a file of explanatory notes associated to some national accounts series.

A separate manual for Beyond 20/20 data browser is provided for technical assistance.

II. GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The present publication has been prepared from statistics reported to the OECD by Member countries in their answers to national accounts questionnaires.  These questionnaires are designed to collect internationally comparable data according to the 1993 SNA, “System of National Accounts 1993”.  All Member countries have adopted the 1993 SNA, except Turkey, which is still using the 1968 SNA.  There are numerous differences between the two systems as regards valuation, classifications and definitions, and these must be taken into account when comparing data compiled according to different systems  The system used by each country is listed in annex I. 

National accounts aggregates are shown at both current and constant 2000 prices.  To facilitate inter-country comparisons the constant price data are shown at the price levels of 2000.  For countries that do not use 2000 as the base or reference year, the constant prices data for each aggregate have been scaled up by the ratio in 2000 of the current value of that aggregate to its value at the prices of the base year used by the country concerned.  This scaling procedure in no way alters the fact that the constant price series concerned still reflect the relative prices of the years actually used.

The period covered begins in 1970 up to 2006 whenever the data are available.  Official data for Germany after unification are available only from 1991 onwards.  In order to have a complete set of the main aggregates for the whole period from 1970 for as many countries as possible, the Secretariat has been obliged to estimate certain series either for the whole period or for parts of it.  Estimated data are identified with (E) before the data.

III. CONTENTS
Contrary to the paper publication, the electronic publication is divided in the following four parts:

1. Main aggregates (in millions of national currency)

These standardised national accounts data (131 series) are available, as far as possible, for 30 OECD Member countries and the Euro area. They are expressed in millions of national currency (in euros for the Euro area countries) and refer to calendar year except for Australia and New Zealand which use fiscal years in their national accounts.

2. Population and employment (in thousands of units)

These data (48 series) are available, as far as possible, for 30 OECD Member countries and the Euro area.  They are expressed in thousands of units. 

3. Comparative tables based on exchange rates and based on PPPs (purchasing power parities).

- Gross domestic product – US dollars and indices


- Actual individual consumption – US dollars and indices

These data (26 series) are available for 30 OECD Member countries, the Euro area and 3 geographical zones (OECD-Total, OECD-Europe and EU15).  They are expressed in US dollars and in indices.  The geographical zones exclude the Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland and Slovak Republic. 

4. Exchange rates, PPPs (Purchasing power parities), Population

Exchange rates, PPPs for GDP and PPP for actual individual consumption and population are available for 30 OECD Member countries but population is also available for the Euro area and for 3 geographical zones (OECD-Total, OECD-Europe, EU15 and the Euro area).  The geographical zones exclude the Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland and Slovak Republic.

The full description of the standard tables 1 to 6 is included in the annex II as well as a complete list of all variables and their series codes. The full description of the comparative tables is included in the annex III as well as a complete list of all variables and their series codes.

Parts 1, 2 and 4 of this electronic publication are presented in a three dimensions table.  The three dimensions are country, variables and time.  On opening the tables, the variables (series) for each country are presented horizontally with time shown across the page.  The dimensions can be easily transposed for different presentations.  Part 3 is presented in a four dimensions table.  The four dimensions are country, variables, measure and time.

Files can be exported from Beyond 20/20 as CSV, WKS, WK1, dBASE, TEXT and AREMOS TSD.

IV. DESCRIPTION of the OECD csv file format

The csv file format version of National Account of OECD countries is an ASCII comma separated values (csv) format. It has been designed for easy bulk data transfer of OECD data files onto a database system.

1. Record structure of the file

The first record gives the list of fields in the correct order. The other records contain the time series, one per record, with the attributes and data as presented in the first record and separated by commas. In case the data or the attribute is not available there is nothing between the corresponding commas.  The fields used to store the time series which are presented in the first record of the file are: series code, country, subject hierarchy, series title, power of ten, unit, then data, control code, from 1970 to 2006.

The content of the fields is the following:

· Series code: a string composed of a country code; a subject code and a measure code (see description in Annex I).

· Country: the name of the corresponding country or area total.

· Subject hierarchy: a string containing the position of the time series in the logical organisation of tables (six tables)

· Series title: a string containing the English title of the time-series.

· Power of ten: the number 3 signifies that the data in the printed publication are expressed in thousands, 6 means that the data are in millions, 9 in billions etc. The number is the power of ten needed to multiply the figures to obtain the data in units.

· Units: unit in which the series is expressed in the printed publication. When data are exported from the csv file they should be multiplied by the corresponding power of ten.

· Data and control codes: value and qualifier. Values are expressed in the corresponding unit. In general there is no qualifier. The permitted qualifiers are: E for estimated values and R for breaks in the series.
